
Compagnons Batisseurs was set up in the 
1950’s -  the aim of the project was to 
help rebuild homes and communities 
that had been hit hard by World War II.  
 
During these summer work camps,    
volunteers will help improve living   
conditions of families who are in social 
difficulties, constructing camps to create 
social centres (these can range from 
cabins in the mountains to buildings 
that host courses and also can provide 
accommodation). There are also work 
camps for environmental protection or 
rehabilitation of natural heritage sites .  
 
The tasks will include painting and deco-
rating both in and outdoors, clearing 
the undergrowth and removal of rubbish 
You will have the opportunity to offer 
creative ideas for the project. 

Meals: Throughout the summer work camps your 
accommodation may vary from living in shared 
housing with single rooms or sharing a tent with 
2/3 people. This will depend upon where your main 
project is based and the distance needed to travel. 
Food will be provided however all members of the 
group are encouraged to take part in cooking and 
cleaning. 
 

Free time: There are lots of things to do in your free-
time. The camp leader will try to organise activities with 
the group, so that the most popular attractions will be 
visited. There are lots of outdoor activities including na-
ture walks and hikes in the forest, where when you reach 
the top you can see the Pyrenees mountains. There is also 
the possibility of  canoeing, sailing and kayaking  in “Lac 
De Saint Ferreol”
